Diversity, Mr. Ibrahim Thiaw, Executive Secretary of the United Nations Convention to Combat

The Council
requests the GEF Secretariat to report annually on its implementation. Recognizing that
international conditions will evolve over time, the Council agrees to review the GEF Private
Sector Engagement Strategy as appropriate and needed.

76. With respect to any PIF and Non-expedited Enabling Activity approved in this Work
Program, the final project document will be posted on the GEF website for information after
CEO endorsement. If there are major changes to the project objectives or scope since PIF
approval, the final project document shall be posted on the web for Council review for four
weeks prior to CEO endorsement.

77. With respect to the PFDs approved as part of the Work Program, the final child project
documents fully incorporating and addressing the Council’s and STAP reviews shall be circulated
for Council review for four weeks prior to CEO endorsement.

78. The detailed funding decisions taken by the Council during this 59th session of the Work
Program is part of the associated Annex 1 appended to this Joint Summary of the Chairs.

Decision on Agenda Item 08. Report of the Working Group on Governance

79. The Council, having considered Document GEF/C.59/08/Rev.01, Report of the Working
Group on Governance, endorses the suggested recommendations of the Working Group on
Governance. The Council requests the GEF Secretariat and the Independent Evaluation Office to
report to the Council on the implementation of the recommendations no later than the
60thCouncil Meeting. In line with the recommendations, the Council decides to: 1) Receive and
consider, rather than endorse, future evaluation reports and related recommendations and
discuss the Management Responses and Management Action Records to evaluations in the
Council before deciding to endorse them — or not. 2) Pilot for one year an adjusted co-chairing
arrangement and to appoint the elected Chairperson from among its Members for the duration
of one year instead of just one meeting, in order to facilitate a stronger involvement of the
elected Chairperson in providing input into agenda, the chairing of the meeting and the meeting
report. 3) Consider at its 61st Meeting an assessmentof the pilot and proposed options for the
future including but not limited to recommending to amend paragraph 18 of the Governing
Instrument.

80. The Council, having considered Document GEF/C.59/08/Rev.01, Report of the Working
Group on Governance, furtherdecides to extend the mandate of the Ad-hoc Working Group on
Governance till June 30, 2022. The Working Group will:

a. Monitor the implementation of the decision adopted by the Council based on the

recommendations of that document and make any additional recommendations, if
deemed necessary.
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b. Follow the pilot on co-chairing arrangements and make recommendations to the
Council at its 61t session as may be necessary.

c. Propose any additional actions that contribute to an improved and strengthened
governance of the GEF partnership including accountability, transparency in
programming decisions, review criteria and selection of agencies and of projects,
respective roles and functions of and interaction betweenthe GEF Assembly, GEF
Council, GEF Secretariat, GEF Agenciesand GEF focal points.

Decision on Agenda Item 09. Evaluation of GEF Engagementin Fragile and Conflict-
Affected Situations
81. The Council, having reviewed document GEF/E/C.59/01, Evaluation of GEF Supportin

Fragile and Conflict-Affected Situations, and the Management Response, endorses the following
recommendations:

a. The GEF Secretariat should use the projectreview process to provide feedback
to Agencies to identify conflict and fragility-related risks to a proposed projectand
develop measures to mitigate those risks.

b. To improve conflict-sensitive programming while also providing flexibility to
Agencies and projects, the GEF Secretariat could develop guidance for conflict-sensitive
programming.

C. To improve conflict-sensitive design, implementation, monitoring, and
evaluation of GEF projects, the GEF Secretariat together with the Agencies should
leverage existing platforms for learning, exchange, and technical assistance.

d. The current GEF Environmental and Social Safeguards could be expandedto
provide more details so that GEF projects address key conflict-sensitive considerations.
5. The GEF Secretariat could consider revising its policies and procedures so that GEF-
supported projects can betteradapt to rapid and substantial changes common in fragile
and conflict-affected situations

Decision on Agenda Item 10. Evaluation of GEF Interventions in the Artisanal and Small-

Scale Gold Mining Sector

The Council, having reviewed the document GEF/E/C.59/02, Evaluation of GEF

Interventions in the Artisanal and Small-scale Gold Mining Sector, and the Management
Response, endorses the following recommendations:
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a. The GEF partnership and the Minamata Convention should continue to encourage high
mercury use countries to become more involved in the Convention.

b. The GEF partnership should increase project focus on policy interventions that help
governments put into place the necessary framework to formalize artisanal and small-scale
gold miners and monitor the sector

c. The GEF partnership should seek opportunities for multi-focal area ASGM interventions
and measure co-benefits beyond the Chemicals and Waste focal area.

d. The planetGOLD global platform should make available results and lessons learned from
completed ASGM projects and provide more detailed information on NAP and GOLD
program child projects.

83. The Council, having reviewed document GEF/E/C.59/03, Evaluation of the Role of
Medium-sized Projects in the GEF Partnership, and the Management Response, endorses the
following recommendations:

a. The MSP should continue to be primarily used for developing innovative projects.

b. Midterm and final evaluations should be conducted on MSPs designed as innovative or
transformative, to provide lessons for scaling up or replication.

Decision on Agenda Item 12. Evaluation of Knowledge Managementin the GEF (2020)

84, The Council, having reviewed document GEF/E/C.59/04, Evaluation of Knowledge
Managementin the GEF (2020), and the ManagementResponse, endorses the following
recommendations:

a. The GEF partnership should develop a clear KM strategy

b. The GEF partnership should invest in a technical solution that strengthensthe KM
system.

Decision on Agenda Item 14. Proposalfor Responsible Investment Options for the GEF
Trust Fund

85. The Council, having reviewed the document GEF/C.59/12, Proposal of Responsible
Investment Options for the GEF Trust Fund, prepared by the Trustee, providesits consent to the
Trustee to implement the proposed Sustainable Bond Strategy for the GEF Trust Fund. The
Council also notes that the proposed Sustainable Bond Strategy and the default ESG Integration

approach, already in implementation since July 2019, collectively address the GEF-7 policy
recommendation for the Trustee to develop options for a responsible investment strategy for
the financial management of the GEF funds held in trust.

Decision on Agenda Item 15. The Impactof COVID-19 on GEF Project Preparation and
Implementation: Overview of Responses from across the
GEF Partnership

86. The Council, having reviewed document GEF/C.59/11, The Impact of COVID-19 on GEF
Project Preparation and Implementation: Overview of Responses from Across the GEF
Partnership, takes note of the report, and approvesan exceptional authorization for the CEO to
grant exceptionsto the Project Cancellation Policy, as follows:

a. The CEO may grant extensionsto cancellation deadlines for all project types for a total
of up to 24 months, replacing the referencesto extensions of 12 months and 6 months
in paras 5(d) and 6(d) respectively of the Cancellation Policy

b. This authorization is effective through the final day of the 60th Council meeting.

87. The Council further requests that the Secretariat continue to monitor the impacts of the
pandemic on GEF operations, report to Council and take necessary actions within its authority.

Decision on Agenda Item 16. Report on the Assessment of GEF Agencies’ Compliance
with the GEF Minimum Fiduciary Standards

88. The Council, having reviewed document, GEF/C.59/05/Rev.02, Report on the
Assessment of GEF Agencies’ Compliance with GEF Minimum Fiduciary Standards, welcomes the
assessmentand takes note of the findings, including the agency certificates of compliance as
well as agency action plans to address areas of non-compliance (in Annex 1).

89. The Council approves the action plans submitted by Agencies to achieve full compliance
as summarized in paragraphs 28-67 of this document and further detailed in the letters
provided by Agencies in Annex 1 and decides that these Agencies may continue to act in their
full capacity as GEF Agenciesand seek GEF financing while they implement their timebound
action plans.

90. The Council approves AFDB’s request for additional time to complete its self-
assessment.
91. The Council also requests that:

a. those agencies which have self-assessed as not in full compliance with the
minimum standards start implementing their agreed action plans according to
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the timelines set out in the plans and provide biannual updatesto the
Secretariat, ahead of every Council meeting, on implementation progress, until
they have completed implementation of the action plans and come into full
compliance with each minimum standard;

. the Secretariat report to the Council on progress made by GEF Agencies in
implementing their action plans, based on the updates provided by the Agencies
and, as needed, furtherexpertassessmentand consultation with the Agencies;
and to provide a summary of overall progress to Council at its subsequent
meetings on the implementation of the GEF Minimum Fiduciary Standards.

. the Secretariat notify Council when GEF Agencies have mettheir
commitments set out in their respective action plans to achieve full
compliance.

In the light of recently available audit information relating to GEF-funded projects
implemented by UNDP, the Council requests the following furtheractions prior
to its consideration of a compliance assessment relating to UNDP:

i. Inaccordance with GEF Policy on Monitoring Agency Compliance with
GEF Policy, but on an accelerated time frame, the Secretariat will initiate
the stepsfor an independent, Risk-Based, Third-Party Review of
compliance by UNDP with the GEF Policy on Minimum Fiduciary
Standards. The Review will be completed by October 1, 2021.

ii. The Review will be carried out by an independentexpertorexpertsas
per paragraph 9 of the Policy on Monitoring Agency Compliance, and
follow the scope set out in paragraphs 10 —12. As one input to this
Review, UNDP will submit to the Secretariat an updated self-assessment
of its compliance by May 1, 2021.

. The Secretariat will report back to Council on the results of this Review at the 61st
meeting of Council in December2021, with a decision for Council
consideration.

UNDP will provide regular (monthly) progress reports of the implementation of
high-risk recommendations of the OAl’s audit report to the GEF CEO. The CEO
will update Council on implementation recommendations and identify any
concerns or delays in their implementation.
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Decision on Agenda Item 17. Relations with the Conventions and Other International
Institutions

92. The Council, having reviewed document GEF/C.59/10, Relations with the Conventions
and Other International Institutions, welcomed the report and requested the GEF network to
continue to work with recipient countries to reflect the guidance and national priorities in their
GEF programming and activities.

Decision on Agenda Item 18. Update on the Nagoya Protocol Implementation Fund

93. The Council, having reviewed document GEF/C.59/09, Update on the Nagoya Protocol
Implementation Fund, took note of the good progress made by the GEF Secretariat in managing
the Nagoya Protocol Implementation Fund (NPIF), and decided to extend the operation of the
NPIF until December31, 2023 to allow the Completion (terminal evaluation) and Closure of all
the 13 projects funded by the NPIF.

Decision on Agenda Item 19. Report of the Selection and Review Committee

94. The Council, having reviewed document GEF/C.59/13, Report of the Selection and Review
Committee (SRC):

(a) Takes note of the FY 2021 performance objectivesfor the GEF CEO; and

(b) Requeststhe SRC to presentthe performance evaluations of the IEO Director and the GEF
CEO for the Council’s review at its 60th meeting.

Decision on Agenda Item 20. Other Business

95. The Council decides that it will hold its 62" meeting back to back with the 7th GEF
Assembly the week of May 22nd, 2022 and the 63 meeting during the week of December
6, 2022.

96. The Council requests that matters related to UNDP will be on the agenda of the

60th meeting of the Council in June 2021. Council will be informed by UNDP and by the
GEF Secretariat about the latest developments on the matter.
