The STAP Screfariatpresentd te resuls of te anabsis and reMew oftie use of tie roser
and te reMew process in FY99 and syntiesized te findings for te pasttree financiallyears.
A major trend for resuls in FY99 was te increased use ofdeve bping countries expers (around
30%, compared wit 18 % in FY98 and 6% in FY97) and a decrease in te use of nationall
from U.S.A. and U.K., whom in te prenMous 2 years countd for 55%. The patiern of repeat
use oftie same expert has remained unchanged. About50% oftie expert were used before
by tie Im p Bm enting Agencies.
