Minamata Convention on Mercury —
Implementation activities



1. Facts about MEA

» About mercury (Hg) with a ban on new mercury
mines and the phase-out of existing ones, control on
air emissions, and regulation of artisanal and small-
scale gold mining (ASGM).

» Opened for signature October 2013.

» 25 Parties. Will enter into force 90 days after the
deposition of the 50th instrument.

» A financial mechanism with two parts:
= GEF
= Specific International Programme (SiP)

» INC to develop a draft MoU between the GEF Council and
the COP of the Minamata Convention and a guidance to
the GEF Council on overall strategies, policies, programme
priorities, eligibility for access to and utilization of
financial resources and an indicative list.of categories.of
activities eligible for support from the GEF Trust Fund.
